Sunday 11 April Easter 2 
This week has seen groups of children and adults explore the Easter account 

in our churchyards.

As 

we journey through Easter maybe we can ask ourselves how are we 

proclaiming this truth, how are we caring for one another and how are we 

developing our unity.
